Applying for an Exhibition at 20-21 Visual Arts Centre
Thank you for enquiring about applying for an exhibition at 20-21 Visual Arts Centre.

20-21 Visual Arts Centre accepts proposals from artists of all levels and each proposal is taken on its own merit. 

We receive many more proposals than we are able to accommodate. As a result it is unfortunately the case that we are unable to offer exhibition opportunities to all artists who apply and selection should be seen as a competitive process. 

We keep details of all artists who apply for exhibitions on record, and often work from artists that have been declined a solo exhibition at 20-21 may be selected for inclusion in group exhibitions in the future. 

Proposals are viewed at regular curatorial group meetings by exhibitions, education and management staff from 20-21 Visual Arts Centre and North Lincolnshire Council’s arts service. Our objective in the selection process is to produce a balanced and high quality programme of exhibitions suitable for the diverse range of visitors who use the centre. 

Due to the wide range of mediums and artworks shown, and the wide variety of exhibitors’ backgrounds/experience, we do not have set criteria for selecting exhibitions. We do however take into account a number of factors including: 

· The suitability of the work to our target audiences

· The artist’s track record

· Originality

· Quality of execution appropriate to the art form

· The clarity and relevance of ideas demonstrated in the proposed exhibition

· Ability to help us achieve our current aims and objectives

· Value/ balance they will add to our exhibitions programme

In order to assess your proposal we need:

· A completed Exhibition Application Form 
· Images or other visual material showing your work including completed List of Submitted Material Form listing the material you have supplied 
· An artist biography/ cv (for most artists this will be a short introductory paragraph about themselves and a list of exhibitions and relevant qualifications/ experience etc)
· Any other material/ information that you think will be relevant to your application
Please read the Further Information section carefully (over the page)
Please note that the exhibition programme for the interior gallery spaces is usually decided 

18-24 months in advance of exhibition dates.

Further Information
Supporting Material/ Images

In order for us to thoroughly consider your application, we require at least 8 good quality images (normally supplied as printed copies or as jpegs images on a CDR) and any other supporting material that you think would be useful, such as a CV and information about previous exhibitions. Please remember we can only judge work from the material you send us.

We will not consider proposals without supporting visual material.

If you are sending hard copies of images (photographs or prints), please could you ensure that you include your name on the back of each photograph and you include the title of the work, its size, the date it was produced and the media used. If you are proposing to do new work for the exhibition, please could you include images of your most recent / similar work. Please do not include any original artworks. 

Please fill in the List of Images form to accompany your submission. If you are supplying images in an electronic format please include either the title of the work or the list number in the image title of each file.

Please ensure you have included the following in your request:

· Between 8 and 20 images of works that you feel are relevant to your application. If you are proposing an installation piece please provide preparatory drawings, or if it is a new media piece please provide a DVD-R or an online link to the work. 

· A completed List of Images Form, containing details of the images you have supplied.

· A short biography or artists cv (for most artist this will be a listing of their exhibitions, education and relevant employment). If you are proposing a collaboration or group show please include these details for all artists involved.

· Further details of any workshops/ educational experience you have (if you are wishing to be considered for workshop opportunities at 20-21).

· Any other supporting documents such as media reviews, publications, copies of visitor comments etc.

Educational/ Workshops

20-21 is occasionally able to offer artists the opportunity to run paid workshops alongside their exhibition. If you wish to be considered for workshop or educational work at 20-21 please complete form Workshop and Education Work
Deadline
There is no deadline. Proposals are usually discussed once a month.

You will receive an initial response by email to confirm the receipt of your proposal.

Decisions
We will aim to give you a decision in writing within three months of receiving the application. If there is a delay in the process we will let you know. In some cases a studio visit to see work and answer further questions may be needed before a project is accepted.

20-21 Visual Arts Centre will not normally return any images or supporting material, which you send with your proposal unless specifically requested.
